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A Commentary on the Arbitration

This book explains the principles of
arbitration and the contents of the
Arbitration Act B.E. 2545 of Thailand,
as of present the most detailed
commentary on the matters in Thai
language. It includes an interesting
assorted bibliography. The author is
knowledgeable in arbitration. He is one
of the students of distinguished Professor
Julian Lew of University of London and
partner of Herbert Smith of England. The
reviewer senses that the author also has
certain practicing experience in arbitration.
It is no wonder that he treated the fine
points of arbitration in details within the
actual content of 379 pages of the
commentary. In sum one should have the

book to read.
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
