The contents of the book is a survey of
legal thoughts on environmental problems. It is
nothing less than a comparative jurisprudence
on environment. Well done, eventhough the
name of the book is somewhat misleading. It is
either out of humbleness of the author or his
doubt on the actual mission of the Thai judiciary
in handling environmental problems of Thailand.
The book came a bit too early, otherwise, the
author could have cited the case of oil leak
nearby Samet island as an example of lack of
responsibility of the subsidiary of the PTT
company.
