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“‘Phan for King and Country” (in
Thai) by Vitthaya Vejjajiva published by
Post Publishing Public Company, pocket-
book size, 384 pages, at 350 Baht.

It is a biography of Mr. Phan
Wannamethee, a former senior official of
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the
present Secretary General of the Thai Red
Cross Council whose well — known
humbleness was well recognized by the
reviewer by the time the reviewer
participated in the brain-storming meeting
called by “Khun Phan” for setting up an
institute for international relation training.

The greatness of the book are of two
ways. First, it is a narration about the life
and work of a man who gains his
greatness through works done diligently
with the nerve of care for the encountered
and thereby a good care of the integrity of
him-self. Secondly, it is written by a
knowledgeable with great attention; it is a
result of a research done with effort, good
wishes and respect to the dedicated

Ambassador Phan Wannamethee,
like other capable civil servants of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, joined the

Ministry since eighteen years of age, had
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a long span of service. Even at this
moment the former ambassador and
under secretory is still working in spite of
the fact that he has retired from the
regular service for over thirty years.

This book yields great knowledge to
readers in the matters of foreign affairs
both in depth and in details; all these
cannot be gathered by reading general
books. It is all about the ways of life and
works. It covers a span of time from the
reign of King Rama the VI to that of the

present King.

In sum, it is very enjoyable, hard to

lay down, and enriching indeed.
