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Coastal Management to
Sustainability by Professor Suwaluck
Sathumanusphan of the Faculty of
Environment and Resource Science of
Mahidol University Thailand. The
book has a content of 474 pages and a
price tag of 350 Bahts and it was
published by Mahidol University Press
in Thai. Second edition came out in
October 2012. The review is made by
Professor Phijaisakdi Horayangkura.
This book is written by a
knowledgeable and supported by a
very careful research. The reviewer,
having the experience of participation
in a team research done upon the
coastal zone environment of the inner
Gulf Of Thailand, finds the book is of
good quality for having a detailed
collection of materials and systematic
way of presentation. The subtitle of the
book indicates that the author
emphasizes on sustainable coastal zone
management that is to allow the nature
stay as it is and rehabilitates back to

what it should have been.
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In sum this is every enjoyable
book to read and it certainly shall
enrich the reader. If 1 may make one
suggestion the Mahidol University
should set up an editorial board to
correct remaining typo errors and
certain misleading facts. To give an
example at Box 5.3 p. 111 a statement
under category 4 mentioning about
“Thoop Ruesee” a type of grass often
found in marsh area in Thailand to be
one of the invasive alien species which
has not come to Thailand yet. This
happens because the author try to
gather several subheadings into one
category. The name of the grass in Thai
has said it all that it has come to
Thailand and it is quite abundant in
Thailand. The reviewer finds “Thoop
Ruesee” grown in nature next to his
own house. If the author thinks that it is
not invasive she better has a better
explanation but the plant is already in
existent in Thailand. This minor error
can be easily rectified in the coming

edition but please give recognition.
